Rule Change:  Sign in is still available online, however you must sign the book and write online across the entries.  Filling out the results online is preferred.  One less manual entry for us into database.

Rule Reminder:  During Hunting Season – Second Saturday in October to March 31(or pheasant stockings are complete).  Monday – Saturday you must wear Orange and eye protection.  I purchased orange vests that are in the sign in box if you don’t have one.  Eye wear should be worn any time while fishing, but it is required during this period.  This gives members more opportunity to fish.  The failure to follow this rule will result in the loss of your fishing privileges during hunting season.
There are still plenty of trout for members to catch before the first stocking.   We held over a lot of fish from the spring and fall stockings.  Please be safe when there are slippery conditions.  If you plan on releasing, please consider pinching your hook barb. Try to follow the Catch and release suggestions.  The best time to fish the club is from ice out until the end of May.  So, get out there early!
Make sure you sign in everyone that is fishing.  All associate, sub-senior and junior members need their own entry.  Put in their name and your membership number.  You must sign in before you start fishing.  No suffixes on the number are needed.

I want to thank everyone who participated in the fishing fee and made donations.  Everyone who paid a fee was supplied with back patches.  It is mandatory to have that back patch on when fishing.  I have a database of who paid and will verify that you paid.  Make sure you sign up your children and grandchildren as junior members.  This way they can come to stockings and fish.  For $10 it is a bargain. 

I also want to thank all the members that helped with the stream area.  The grounds look outstanding.  We have a great team that kept the grass cut.    Also, a team did some great work downstream that is working perfectly right now. I still have not had someone volunteer to replace the outhouse roof.  I need a volunteer to head it up and get it done.  I also want the well line repaired.  Once we get low water we will replace a dam and do our usual river work. The plans are in the works but the past 2 years the water never receded enough to get the major repairs completed.  Charlie is actively working on the Kid’s Pool. It should be completed by the end of the summer.

Everyone is still doing an exceptional job releasing fish.  We almost catch twice as many fish as we stock!  Keep it up.  For those who like statistics; we stocked approximately 1450 fish. 599 fish were taken. 1888 were caught and released.  There were 1200 sign-ins, giving a 2.3 fish per outing average.

Check monthly calendar for changes.  Remember you cannot bring guests on scheduled stocking dates. Occasionally, I have to reschedule a stocking. This is normally due to high water.  Since this is at a moment’s notice, I can only inform people on our email list. If a date changes and it is not posted the newsletter and you bring a guest it is OK. I do not post stocking information on the website

One more reminder, please do not post information about the club fishing on any of the public fishing forums. This includes pictures too. We don’t need the advertisement to attract poachers. Have fun and respect our wonderful resource. Bob

Catch & Release Helpful Hints:
· Catch and release is both voluntary and rule enforced at the club.

· The rules force catch and release in the No Kill Area from March 1 to October 31. See Fishing Rules. 

· Don’t touch the fish if you can. Try to keep it in the water. Use forceps or needle nose pliers.

· Wet your hands before touching the fish.

· Avoid using a plastic net, purchase a catch and release net, and never use a dry towel.

· Do not squeeze the fish to tight damaging its' organs.

· If the hook is swallowed, do not dig it or pull it out. Cut the line as close to the hook as possible.

· Use single barbless hooks for easier releasing of your fish.

· Use pliers to pinch down the barb and either bend closed or cut off two of the hooks on a treble.

· Do not play the fish to exhaustion, land it as quickly as possible.

· Do not allow the fish to flop around on the ground.

· When you release a fish that is lethargic, gently move the fish back and forth forcing water though its' gills.

· If you are bait fishing, set the hook quicker than normal, to prevent swallowing. Use circle hooks with bait.

· If anyone would like to see a demonstration, see me after one of the stockings.

· Even if you always C&R and you accidentally hook a fish in the gills, take it home. Don’t let it go to waste.
